CLEANING DRAIN HOLES IN DOOR ASSEMBLY

To eliminate the possibility of water accumulation
in door assemblies, it is suggested that the 4 drain
holes on each door are cleared and cleaned out at
least once each month.

These holes are located at the bottom of the doors
where the outer panel is joined to the door frame,
and are in the shape of a half-moon.

Inserting a screwdriver into holes will clear all

road dirt which often restricts draining off water
after cars are washed or operating in rainy weather.
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
